Designing a quilt pattern can be immensely fun, and not all quilts are destined for a bed.  Some 

are made to cover a sleeping toddler, others for snuggling under during family movie night. 

Quilt sizes are dependent upon the overall design of the quilt — individual block size, sashing 

between blocks, blocks set on point, and borders all change the final size of a quilt. 

Often, quilts are designed for a purpose — a couch throw, bed quilt, or baby gift. Not all patterns 

result in the same size quilt, but most will vary within a certain window of standard quilt sizes.  Next 

time you are staring at a stack of fabric and wondering exactly what size is a throw quilt...
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When it comes to quilts, 

there is no right size. 

These are guidelines, 

not rules!

Baby 30″ x 40″

Crib 36″ x 52″

Throw 50″ x 65″

Twin 70″ x 90″

Full/Double 85″ x 108″ Q
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
